UNIDAD I

expressions and status. Future tenses. Present continuous in contrast to simple

present. Includes “going to” + have + noun.
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e Interaction: Exchanging personal information when introducing self and others:
age, nationality, address, telephone number and physical description. Taking a
phone message.

e Reading:Reading to find specific information. Reading interviews, articles and
short stories. Reading and completing charts. Reading and classifying.

e Writing: Writing dialogues and interviews. Writing short articles. Completing
forms and chart. Writing informal letter and simple formal letter.

e Listening: Listening to answer questions. Listening for note taking. Listening to
telephone conversations to take messages. Listening to stories, interviews and
articles.

e Speaking: Asking and answering questions. Acting out dialogues and role playing.

e Thinking:Predicting. Expressingopinions.

UNIDAD II

e Language: Past simple. Past simple: positive, negative, questions, and short
answers.

e Interaction: Narrating past event. Expressing preferences: sports, films stars,
music, animals, places in town and free time activities. Talking about past using
dates, times, locations, events, experiences. Making comparisons. Reporting
event in the past.

¢ Reading: Reading about famous people. Reading tounderstand rule.

e Writing:Writing dialogues and interviews — writing short articles about famous
people. Completingform and charts.

e Speaking:Describing people: people, places, things, past events, and problems.

e Thinking:Drawingconclusions.

UNIDAD II
